2011-2012 NJ State USBC Youth Championship Scholarship Tournament
Rules & Regulations

· The 48th NJ State USBC Youth Championship Scholarship Tournament will be governed by the tournament rules as prescribed by the USBC and the Board of Directors on the NJ State USBC Youth Association. 

· All entrants must be certified USBC Youth bowler. Certification must be through a local NJ USBC Association or Affiliation for the current season.
· USBC Youth Certification card must be presented at the time of check in by the youth bowler.  Youth bowlers not in possession of a USBC certification card must purchase a card at the tournament site prior to the start of bowling.
· All Entry forms must be filled out completely with all necessary Youth League verifications.  Incomplete entries will not be accepted or processed.  Proper entry fee must accompany each entry form in the form of a check or money order and made payable to the NJ STATEUSBC YA. There is a $40.00 returned check fee.
· Entry fee is $20 per bowler per event. 
· Entries will be scheduled based on squad availability.  Confirmations will be mailed to verify squad dates and times of bowling.  A bowler will be contacted if a requested squad date or time in not available and will be given the dates and times that are available to bowl.  All entries will be processed on a first come first serve basis for squad dates and times.  Once your squad is assigned by the Tournament Director, 48 hours notice must be given to change squads and these changes will be made upon lane availability.  
· Entries are due to the Tournament Director by November 28, 2011.  All Entries that are received after this date by the Tournament Director will be scheduled in accordance to lane availability per squad. 
· Walk–ins entries will be allowed.  Walk-ins shall be accepted by the Tournament Director on a first come first serve basis in accordance with lane availability for any squad.  There will be a $5 fee for all walk-ins (does not apply to re-entries.) The walk-in fee will be $25.
· Multiple entry is permitted for each event.  In order to place more than once in the award standings, 
Team Event – two players must be different.  Doubles Event – at least on player must be different.  Singles/All Events – may not place more than once. 

· Average Rule- bowlers will use their highest average from the winter season of 2010-2011 with 21 games or more. In the event that he/she does not have a winter average a summer average from 2011 may be used with 21 games or more.  If a bowler does not have either a winter or summer average they may use a current average for 21 games or more. Please provide average verification for a current average.
· Substitutions must be reported to the Tournament Director prior to the start of the scheduled squad.          

The Tournament Director reserves the right to accept or deny any proposed substitute.  Proper 
tournament USBC certification and average verification must accompany the substitute.
· Tournament play.  3 games will be bowled for each event.  All Events is the combined first bowled scores in the Team, Doubles and Singles events.  Late bowlers will not receive any practice and receive zero pin fall for all frames not bowled.

· Proper Attire and Conduct All Youth bowlers are expected to dress in a proper manner.  Youth bowlers with unacceptable attire will not be allowed to bowl and will be disqualified from competition by the Tournament Director.  Use of Cell phones, pagers and any other types of electronic equipment or devices shall not be allowed in the bowling area during tournament competition. First offense a verbal warning will be given by a Tournament Director.  Second offense the bowler will be disqualified by the Tournament Director.  Flash photography shall not be permitted during tournament competition.  
· Scholarship money earned will be processed through the USBC SMART program.  Scholarship money shall be returned 100%.  The award ratio shall be 1 out of 4 entries in each event/division.
· The Tournament Director and Committee reserves all rights.  Any of all appeals and protest will fall under the procedures outline in USBC Rule # 329.  

· Should inclement weather become a factor please check the NJ State Youth Bowling Association web site (www.njusbcyouth.com) or call 30 Strikes bowling center at (856)783-0558 to see if tournament play has been cancelled.  Squads postponed due to inclement weather will be made up on a date to be determined.  Please contact the Tournament Director to verify these date and time for the postponed squads.
