RULES GOVERNING SEMI FINAL & FINAL ROUND

1- All finalist must be present prior to the start of the squad for lane assignment.

If a finalist does not appear by starting time, the alternate will be given
the opportunity to bowl. The alternate will be the next high scorer from
the qualifying round and must be present and ready to bowl.

2- The Semi finals will consist of three games across 6 lanes. The total
score and including carry over will determine the top 4 bowlers
for the step ladder finals.

3- Lane assignments for the semi final round will determined by the
tournament director.

4- The order of bowling will be according to match game procedure with
the bowler on the odd lane bowling first. The higher seeded bowler has
lane choice.

5- At the start of the first match game, each bowler will be allowed
two (2) practice balls prior to the start of their next match, and
each of the next matches will be the same.

6- If a tie exists at the end of any match, two additional frames shall
be bowled and scored like the ninth and tenth frames. These frames
shall be rolled on the same lanes on which the participants finished.

If necessary, continue until the tie is broken
